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Professor Steinmueller has been Professorial fellow at SPRU since 1997.   He began his studies in the areas of computer science, mathematics, economics, and Chinese language and history at the University or Oregon and Stanford University.  At Stanford (1974-1994), he was engaged in teaching, research, consulting and Deputy Director of what is now the Stanford Institute for Economic Policy Research.  He was selected for a chair at MERIT at the University of Maastricht in 1994.

Steinmueller has published widely in the field of the industrial economics of information and communication technology industries including integrated circuits, computers, telecommunications, software and the economic, cultural and social policy issues of the Information Society. He has also contributed to research in science policy and the economics of basic research. His central research interests include:

· determinants and consequences of the industrial structure of the creative and high technology industries

· the social and economic consequences of information and communication technologies

· co-evolution of technology and intellectual property right systems

· long term trends in productivity and output and the influence of knowledge and technology on these trends

· the social and economic value of basic research

Professor Steinmueller has been an advisor to several Directorates of the European Commission, the National Academies of Science and Engineering (US), and the Department of Trade and Industry and Office of Telecommunications (UK).  He has served as consultant in numerous competition policy and intellectual property related cases as well as the recent case challenging provisions of the Digital Economy Act brought by BT and Talk Talk. 
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
